camp out, this year we are offering two camps!

*  One full weekend at Camp Twin Lakes in
Rutledge.

* One “Pajama Party” at Camp Twin Lakes (CTL)
— Will-A-Way in Winder (From Saturday morning
until Sunday afternoon.)

Please bring all medical supplies, equipment,
blenders and extraordinary diets/formula (e.g.,
ketogenic, Pediasure, gluten-free, etc.) your child
may need for the weekend. A refrigerator is
available in the lodge for labeled special food and
medication, and a nurse will be on-site.

Volunteers & CTL staff will man arts and crafts and
recreational activities during specific times of the
day, but parents must accompany their own children
from place to place. Parents may arrange for their
own babysitter (over the age of 18) to attend but
should include this person on the application and
pay applicable fees. Because of space limitations,
babysitters may not bring children of their own.

At the Rutledge location, FOCUS will offer an
opportunity for families without an extra caregiver to
sign up in advance for brief respite child care, a two
hour supervised babysitting time with a movie.

CTL prepares all the meals, and families must pre-
register for a vegetarian option. The camp has a
peanut butter/jelly/bread station for picky eaters.
Families must bus their own tables after each meal,
including wiping down tables and sweeping under
them. CTL offers daytime snacks of fruit/granola
bars and an evening snack of milk and cookies.
FOCUS will also host canteen time.
